The marly-calcareous subs-tratum ensures a balanced
drainage and grapes with an excellent maturation.

Only 40 hectolitres of wine are produced from each hectare
which is the equivalent of 180 cases of wine per acre.

The Mauzac is the basic vine accounting for 85% of the
growth.

This small grape matures quickly providing ample sugar in
the musts and a particular finesse and bouquet to the wine.

There are two
secondary
varieties,
Chardonnay
and Chenin
Blanc which
give added
bouquet and
freshness.
